· Accept success and failure, and victory and defeat equally 

Respect towards opponents

A player should:

· Treat opponents with due respect at all times, irrespective of the result of the game 

· Safeguard the physical fitness of opponents, avoid violence and rough play and help injured opponents 

Respect towards the match officials

A player should:

· Accept the decision of the match official without protest 

· Avoid words or action which may mislead a match official 

· Show due respect towards match officials 

Respect towards team officials

A player should:

· Show due respect towards the team officials of the opposition
